The HALF DAY program will follow the calendar of the Vidalia City School System.  The FULL DAY 
program is a year round program and closes only for the holidays designated in the FAMILY 
HANDBOOK. 
After School Care is for children who are enrolled in Pre-K – 5th grade in a public or private school 
system.  Children enrolled in the ASC program will be able to come for a full day on holidays and breaks.  
The full day fee for ASC is $20.00/day.

There is a 5% discount on tuition only for parents who are members of Vidalia FUMC. 

There is a 5% discount for the 2nd, 3rdand 4th sibling of a child that currently attends Cornerstone.
